I. M&E Position Allocation Base -- This area contains the number of permanent M&E positions 
allocated to the academic unit. 

II. Academic Year Instructional Activity -- The credits in this area are aggregated by subject area. 
Credits generated at the overseas studies centers have been excluded IF they were conducted by 
instructors not associated with subject area. Credits generated at an overseas study center by 
scsu faculty in their subject area are included in the totals. For those faculty who generate 
non-overseas study center credit -hour outside their departments, the credit hours and associated 
instructional FTE are aggregated to the department associated with subject field. 

III. Staffing Summary -- The data contained in this area were generated by the personnel files. The 
full-time data include all full-time designated faculty and include personnel who were on leave 
for all or part of the academic year. To be included as part-time faculty, the employee must 
have faculty rank and be assigned to the department. 

IV. Student Data -- Major and degrees are counted once for each designated program. (If a student 
has two majors listed on the student data base, each major is counted). Where applicable, 
associate degrees are aggregated to undergraduate degrees awarded. New entering fall quarter 
freshmen data count one for each major contained on the student records system. The five college 
total is the sum of all entries and omits students with no intended (undecided) major. 
Considering these two parameters, the five college total for new entering freshmen does not 
equate to the number of new entering freshmen in attendance.
