Schultze has authored numerous books and professional 
papers, including five volumes of Setting National Prioriti es 
and The Public Use of Private Interest. He is a Fello w of the 
National Association of Business Economists.

Educated at Georgetown University and the University of 
Maryland, Schultze achieved his Ph.D. at Maryland in 1960. 
He has been a faculty member at Indiana University and the 
University of Maryland.

PARTICIPATING AW ARD-WINNING TEACHERS 
Loren Dunham and Lowell Farland are grade l 2_teachers at Fairmont High School 
an Ceylon High School respectively . They will demonstrate a Microcomputer/ 
Videodisc Project targeted primarily at rural school districts which often experience 
limited teacher resources for specialized courses. Loren was directly involved in the 
project's development and Lowell was the teacher who directed pilot testing in the 
classroom . The student is the center of an active , individualized experience. The 
student manual, together with the videodisc player or microcomputer, offers in­
struction, examples, evaluation and remediation. While designed to require minimal 
teacher assistance, the teacher has the ability to monitor and interact with the 
students during instruction . 

Marion Helland is a grade 5 teacher at Neill Elementary School in Crystal. She will 
demonstrate her unit, "Learning Valley - A Community Experience ." Students 
learn the dynamics of community life and our economic system by "living" in a 
simulated town within the classroom - desks become homes, rows become streets 
(with street signs) and businesses evolve . This community simulation gives students 
practical experience in many areas , including economics, art, mathematics, and 
language arts. Marion reports that students were reluctant to end the project. 

Bob Kovich teaches grades 9-12 at Rosemount Senior High School in Rosemount. 
He will demonstrate his unit, "Your Paycheck ." Bob teaches in the Work 
Experience-Disadvantaged Program which is designed to allow economically and/or 
behaviorally disadvantaged students to spend half-days on the job . He notes that 
his students often feel "ripped-off" when they get their first paycheck. His unit 
helps students understand what comes out of their checks, including taxes, Social 
Security , fringe benefits and other deductions and attempts to assist them in 
making wise economic choices with their take-home pay. The unit contains pre­
and post-tests , worksheets and quizzes . 

Susan Nilsson and Alice Stanislav are grades 5 and 6 teachers at Parkway Ele­
mentary School in St. Paul. They will demonstrate their unit, "Business a Poppin' ." 
Students organize and operate a popcorn business and incorporate sound business 
principles with the basic economic concepts they learn in class. Their unit contains 
11 lessons and is designed to teach the concepts of opportunity cost, wants, needs, 
demand, supply and market clearing price. Three important results are observed: 
1) students become aware of consumer influence on markets ; 2) students gain 
direct experience with the profit motive; and 3) students learn the importance of 
individuals within an organization. 

OTHER ECONOMIC EDUCATION METHODS 
AND MATERIAL DEMONSTRATIONS 
Michael G. Ellis i'.': Associate Professor of Economics at New Mexico State Univer­
sity. He will discuss, "Developing Economic Reasoning Through Practicums: The 
Experience at New Mexico State Unhre.rsity ," for which he received first place 
recognition in the 1982 Awards Program for Innovative Teaching of Reasoning. 
Ellis proposes that students need to be exposed to more than the traditional 
teaching process and be given the opportunity to go through the reasoning process 
themselves . His "New Mexico Model" was developed in an effort to achieve this 
objective . 

Patty Elder is a graduate student at the University of Minnesota in Social Science 
Education and Assistant in the Twin Cities Center for Economic Education . She 
formerly taught elementary and middle school in Roseville and St. Francis . She 
will discuss and preview video tapes and teaching materials developed for the new 
economic and consumer education series, "Give & Take." This twelve IS-minute 
video tape series is designed to help students in grades 8-10 increase their under­
standing of economic concepts and improve their decision-making skills. 

Barbara Bergerson is Program Supervisor for the Public Information Department of 
the Federal Reserve Bank of Minneapolis. She will discuss the bank's recent educa­
tional materials publication , "Your Credit Rights , An Instructional Unit on Con­
sumer Protection." She will demonstrate how this unit can be used to supplement 
particular lessons in "Give & Take ."
