In 1947 our speech department head found himself with­
out a dramatics coach. He spoke to the administration with the hope of locating 

a Raymond Pedersen he had known in the army. 
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The next day in the mail there were Raymond 
P edersen's papers from the Michigan University place­
ment bureau. 

Since his arrival on this campus , dramatics has 
played an increasingly important part both in curric­
ular and extra-curricular college life .

The Bi-State conference meet was held at Winona 
on May 15. St. Cloud captured second place. The final meet 
was held on May 22 at Bemidji. Mankato again took the 
Minnesota State College conference title with 108 points 
followed by Moorhead with 29 2/ 5, St. Cloud with 27 1/ 5, 
Winona with 19 1/5, and Bemidji with 16 1/ 5.

IN ME:110 

Dr. W. C. Croxton, chairman of the Mathematics and 
Science division, died suddenly late November 25 at his cot­
tage at Pine Point, north of Sartell. 

" Dr. Croxton was an outstanding administrator. " said 
President George F. Budd. " I have made the statement many 
times that our science department is the best for any college 
of its size in the country." 

A member of the faculty since 1927, Dr. Croxton became 
chairman of the Mathematics and Science department in 
1940 when the college first organized on a divisional basis, 
and he served in that capacity until his death . He specialized 
in the field of biology. 

In 1952-53 he served as president of the Minnesota 
Academy of Science. At the time of his death, he was serving 
as chairman of a special committee of the Academy which has 
been working with business firms to provide scholarships for 
high school science graduates showing a special aptitude in 
science. 

For the past few years he had been working on a series of 
elementary school science texts emphasizing the activity ap­
proach to teaching science in the primary and intermediate 

grades. 128 

Some of Dr. Croxton 's colleagues have expressed their 
regard for his work. 

Dr. H. A. Clugston: " The contribution made by Dr. Crox­
ton to this college and to teacher education, particularly the 
education of science teachers, locally, state-wide, and nation­
ally, is difficult to measure. It has been exceedingly great. He 
was an untiring and dedicated worker, who has left his mark 
indelibly upon the fi eld of science education. " 

Dr. Arthur F. Nelson: " Dr. Croxton's influence in making 
science interesting and meaningful to children and the public 
and in urging its application to everyday situations in life was 
not limited to those who were in his classes, nor to the citi­
zens of Minnesota, but was felt throughout the nation. " 

Mr. C. 0. Bemis: " Dr. Croxton believed that a life to be 
happy and effective should be enriched by a knowledge of 
science. He devoted his writings and teachings to the training 
of science teachers that his belief might become a reality." 

Mr. Loren Mentzer: " Dr. Croxton was a true friend of stu­
dents and of all those who worked with him. He always had 
time to consider the needs of others . He loved science - es­

pecially from the viewpoint of how it might help people." 
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
