LIVING ACCOMMODATIONS 

Rooms In Campus Residence Halls 

Shoemaker Hall will be available for women who wish to live on the campus this 
summer. 

The cost of room and board in Shoemaker Hall is $70.00 each session. Meals will 
be taken in the College Cafeteria. Bills for room and board are payable before 
Wednesday noon during the first week of each session. Shoemaker Hall will be open 
for occupancy at noon, Sunday, June 12. 

Students wishing rooms in Shoemaker Hall this su~mer should address their applica­
tion to the Dean of Women. A $5.00 deposit should accompany the application. 
The application should make clear whether the room is desired for the first session, 
second session, or both. Checks should be made payable to the State Teachers 
College with five cents added for exchange. The deposit fee will be refunded if 
reservations are cancelled for the first session by June 1, or for the second session 
by July 10. 

Rooms In Private Homes 

Rooms in private homes are available for men or women at rents of $4 .00 to $5.00 
a week per student. Addresses of approved homes may be obtained at the Student 
Personnel Office. 

College Cafeteria

FEATURES 

Graduate Program 

Approximately sixty courses will be available this summer for students taking graduate 
work at St. Cloud State Teachers College. Included are courses in all of the subject 
areas, as well as numerous courses in professional education and general studies. 

The graduate programs of the five Minnesota teachers colleges are designed to provide 
advanced preparation for elementary teaching, elementary principalships, and secondary 
teaching. The degree awarded is the Master of Science in Education. A total of forty­
five hours with a "B'' average and no grade below "C" is required to achieve it. The 
program must include nine to twenty-one quarter hours in the student's teaching field, 
a minimum of nine quarter hours in professional courses, and a minimum of nine quarter 
hours in electives outside of the teaching field or the professional area. 

A student may transfer not more than nine quarter hours of graduate credit earned at 
other colleges or by extension from this college. Graduate courses in which a grade of 
"C" or lower was earned will not be accepted in transfer. The work leading to the master's 
degree is designed particularly for the improvement of teaching, with research placed 
in a contributory position. It is anticipated that many students will use problems that 
arise out of their on-the-job teaching experience as the basis for meeting research require­
ments. 

The graduate program is administered by the Graduate Council with Dr. Marvin Holmgren 
as Coordinator of Graduate Studies. Application for graduate work should be addressed 
to the Coordinator of Graduate Studies well in advance of registration. Graduates of other 
colleges should arrange to have an official transcript sent to Miss Mary Lilleskov, Reg­
istrar, by the Registrar of the undergraduate college. 

More complete information about the graduate program will be found in the graduate 
study bulletin, which will be sent upon request. 

Library Sciente 

The second third of the sequence making up the Library Science minor will be offered 
at St. Cloud State Teachers College during the first session. It will include Library Sci­
ence 378, Materials for the Elementary School Library, and 476, The Secondary School 
Library Collection II. The third sequence will be offered in 1956. 

The library science minor is planned to meet the requirements of the State Department 
of Education for teacher librarians of small high schools and elementary schools. The 
new curricula, such as those in social studies and language arts, place increased emphasis 
on the use of the library. Many positions are available throughout the state. School 
administrators are hard pressed to find librarians for their schools. 

At St. Cloud students have the advantage of working in an outstanding new library. 
Special collections of books on the elementary and high school levels are conveniently lo­
cated adjacent to the attractive library classroom. A separate, large juvenile library and 
its experienced librarian will be aditional sources of assistance and inspiration .
