St. Cloud State University {SCSU) Husky 
hockey became an official member of the 
Western Collegiate Hockey Association 
(WCHA) in mid-October with a bang. 
The Huskies opened with the University 
of Minnesota in front of a full house at 
the National Hockey Center and played to 
a 3-3 overtime tie. Aa they approached 
the midway mark of the &e880ll, the Hus-­
kies bad post.ed a ~3 overall record and 
were in sixth place in the overall WCHA 
1tandings-

Junior wing Tim Hanus of Minne­
tonka is the leading Huskies scorer with 
eleven goals and thirteen aasists. Hanus 
and lincmates Jeff Saterdalen of Bloo­
mington and Chris Scheid of A~ make 
up the potent flrst line for the Huskies. 
Saterdalen is aecond on the team in scor­
ing with eight goals and ten assists and 
Scheid is sixth with eight goals and one 
1&1ist. 

Freshman Brett Lievers of Wayzata is 
tops among the frahman newcomers. 
Lievers is fourth overall in scoring with 

six goals and six assists. The Huskies are 
shooting to finish among the top eight 
teams in the WCHA in order to earn a 
berth in the WCHA post-season playoffs 
beginning February 28. 

Basketball at SCSU takes on a new 
look this season as both the men's and 
women's programs are fielding young 
muns for the 1990-91 season. The 
women's team has added eight new faces 
to go along with five returning players 
from last season. Senior Simona Samuel­
son of Clearwater is expected to be the 
Huskie leader. She is the lone returning 
starter from last year when she averaged 
12.6 points and 6.4 rebounds. The other 
returning players include seniOl' Marv 
Beth Sinclair of Mankato, juniors Brenda 
McNamara of Goodhue and Dawn Shat­
tuck of Apple Valley and sophomore Jen­
nifer Hull of Billings, Montana.

The manufacturing engineering 
program at St. Cloud State Uni­
versity (SCSU) received a grant 
of $10,395 from the Society of 
Manufacturing Engineers' 
(SME) Manufacturing Engineer­
ing Education Foundation. This 
is the fourth consecutive year 
that SCSU has received a grant 
fromSME. 

"They believe we're doing a 
good job this year, and that's 
why-they're supporting us," said 
Ahmed Elsawy, SCSU manufac­
turing engineering program 
director. Another reason for the 
continued funding is the SME's 
goal of supporting promising 
new manufacturing engineering 
programs like SCSU's, he 
added. 

The students who took the 
exam this past summer were 
Amy Engebretson, Keith 
Heinen, Judy Petron and Ber­
nadette Stangler. They all 
received their bachelor of 
science degrees in medical tech­
nology at the end of the summer 
session which coincided with 
the day they took the exam. To 
earn their degrees in medical 
technology, the students took 
two years of classroom study at 
SCSU followed by a two year 
integrated internship at Saint 
Cloud Hospital's School of 
Medical Technology and St. 
Cloud State.

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The program received 
$6,200 in funding for a milling 
machine, and a gift of $3,195 
for special software, he said. 

The SME Foundation 
grants are awarded each year to 
spur new developments in 
manufacturing technology and 
productivity and to further 
manufacturing engineering as an 
educational discipline. In all, 
seventy-six proposals were 
selected for funding out of a 
total of 123. The SCSU request 
was written by Elsawy and Juan 
Diaz, SCSU associate professor 
of technology. 

According to Judith Tor-
. rence, director of the universi­
ty's medical technology pro­
gram, the St. Cloud State/Saint 
Cloud Hospital program has 
ranked at or above the national 
average for the past thirteen 
years.
