Palmer is a member of both the National Safety

summer. 

The impressive honor was the culmination of several 
months of heady experiences for Lynch. He was one of only 
eight in the country to win national internship-scholarships 
th rough NAPSLO last summer. Because of his outstanding 
work during his internships at Shanel Morahan , Evanston , 
lll , and Swett and Crawford , Los Angeles, he was selected to 
be one of only four students to attend NA PSLO's three-day 
national conference in New York City this fall. Of the four, 
he was singled out to be sent to Lloyd's for the unique 
educational opportunity 

"It 's definitely an experience that will open doors for me 
and provide options for my career," Lynch said of the honor. 
Lynch , who already has had several job offers from insurance 
companies, says he is "nervous but excited" about going 
overseas for the first time, and especially to be working and 
learning at one of the world 's most presti gious insurance 
firms. He will spend his time at Lloyd's underwriting with 
one of the firm 's brokers. 

Lynch is definitely dese rving of this rare honor, said

SCSU student newspaper 
celebrates 15th anniversary 

Uni versity Chronicle will publish a 20-page spec ial 
edition newspaper on April 13 to celebrate its 75th 
anniversary. 

The special edition will showcase the history of 
University Chronicle, the history of St. Cloud State 
Unive rsity, and how the two have inte rtwined th rough 
the years. 

'The issue will focus on where the Chronicle 
started and where it is now," said Kristin Albrecht , 
editor of University Chronicle. 

Bound archives kept in the Chronicle office have 
been a main source of information . The staff is also 
asking people to submit old photos, stories or ideas for 
the special edition. 

Alumni input is important as well "We're telling 
their story," Albrecht said. 

The original newspaper debuted on Sept. 19, 
1924, as the College Chronicle. The name change has 
been among the many changes through the yea rs. 
Even as recently as 1988, the layout was done by 
hand. The process of cutting and pasting by hand was 
ve ry different from what it is today "It's absolutely 
night and day," said Marty Sundvall , current instructor 
and Chronicle editor for the 1991-1992 school year. 

The most recent change has been adapting to a 
new digital environment , said Albrecht. Digital 
equipment was purchased with al located Student 
Government funds. The Chronicle began digital 
processing in September. 

The newspaper is now sent to the printer through 
the Internet. This change cuts the cost and saves time. 
"It's been a hard process, but a good process," Albrecht 
said.

College of Education adds new licensure 
option to elementary curriculum 

Approximately 20-25 students will complete a new license 
offered by the Child and Family Studies Department at the end 
of Spring 2000. 

The Birth through Grade 3 license is new in the field of early 
education in Minnesota. It is currently in the process of being 
approved at the state level, said Glen Palm, Child and Family 
Studies Department chair. Faculty have been devoting time and 
energy to the new program for two years. 

Typical undergraduate students complete the program in 
approximately 2 1/2 years. Students generally begin taking basic 
education courses during their sophomore year. During their 
senior year, students finish their program with two eight-week 
student teaching experiences. One experience is in early 
education and the other in the primary grades. 

The department's focus is on preparing students to be 
quality educators. "We want to turn out good early education 
teachers," said Palm. 

A challenge that this new program creates is that students 
must now choose whether to teach Kindergarten through Grade 
8 or Birth through Grade 3. The faculty advisers help students 
with this decision. "We help students make thoughtful choices 
about what they want to do," said Palm. 

The additional program has been well received. The new 
license has been regarded by some administrators outside SCSU 
as an excellent preparation for the primary grades and for multi­
age classrooms. 
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Five years of optics research 
receives rocket ride into space 

This past August , Associate Prof. John Harlander 
watched as fi ve years of work with SCSU students and 
collaborators at the University of Wisconsin-Madison 
was shot 170 miles into space on top of a NASA rocket. 

The years of work and minutes of flight paid off in 
unique data on the interstellar medium, the space 
between the stars that holds clues to their birth and death. 

The project began five years ago when the team 
asked NASA to send their Spatial Heterodyne 
Spectrometer (SHS) into space so it could measure 
ultraviolet light from the interstellar medium. 

Harlander developed the SHS, which analyzes how 
light is distributed in color and position, while 
completing his doctorate at UW-Madison. The SHS is a 
new class of spectrometer that excels at studying diffuse 
sources of light. It took five years to modify the SHS so 
it could analyze ultraviolet light and withstand the 
rigo rs of rocket flight. Harlander made several trips to 
NASA's testing facility on Wallops Island , Md., where 
the scientific payload, which weighed about 1,000 
pounds, was violently shaken to simulate the rocket 
launch. 

The researchers wanted to aim the SHS at a large 
expanding bubble of gas in the constellation Cygnus, 
which they expected to have a temperature of nearly 
500,000K. The source of the bubble was a supernova 
explosion that occurred approximately 20,000 years 
ago. Gas this hot gives off only ultraviolet light , which 
cannot be studied on Earth because it is absorbed by 
our atmosphere. UV light is also absorbed by 
conventional lenses, so a lot of work went into 
designing and testing an SHS made from special 
materials that work with UV light. "It's of interest 
because when stars form , they get their raw materials 
from this low-density gas," Harlander said . "When some 
stars reach the end of their lives , they explode and 
deposit material back into the interstellar medium. By 
analyzing the spectrum , we can measure temperature 
and bulk motions of the gas " 

Several SCSU students played active roles in 
preparing the SHS for its flight. One of 
these students, Huan Tran, continues to 
study astronomy at Princeton University, 
where he is earning a doctorate in 
astrophysics. 

The SHS has more trips into space in 
its future. The payload that fl ew in August 
will be launched twice more over the next 
three years, if a pending proposal is funded. 
Another version of the instrument , designed 
to study the chemistry of the ozone layer, is 
scheduled to fl y on the Space Shuttle.

Enrollment increases on target 
A significant, planned increase in the number of new 

freshmen and new transfer students brought SCSU's fall 
semester enrollment to 14,708, an overall increase of 6 
percent over Fall 1998. 

The new class of entering freshmen includes three 
National Merit Finalists. Because SCSU has recruited and 
supported at least three National Merit Finalists each of the 
last four years, it has joined an elite gro up eligible for the 
National Merit Scholarship Program for exceptionally gifted 
high school seniors. Only about 200 colleges and unive rsities 
from among the approximately 3,500 accredited degree­
granting schools in the country have attained National Merit 
status, including only seven in Minnesota. 

Also significant in this year's enrollment count is the 
dramatic increase in the number of international students (up 
38 percent), students of color (up 36 percent), and students 
in the top 25 percent of their class (36 percent of the new 
entering class). 

This fall 's enrollment increase keeps SCSU on track to 

reach planned enrollment of 14,900 students for the 2000-01 
year. Already the university has exceeded its year 2000 goals 
for entering freshmen (2,400 goal, 2,492 actual) and new 
transfers (1 ,300 goal, 1,359 actual) , and is very close on the 
percentage of students from the top 25 percent of their 
graduating class (37 percent goal, 36 percent actual) SCSU's 
14,708 enrollment maintains its position as Minnesota's 
second largest university.

Education reform promises to be a 
hot-button issue well into the 21st 
century, and while politicians, 
education professionals and parents 
debate the solutions, SCSU's College of 
Education is making it happen . 

"Becoming the Best" is a fresh 
commitment to a 130-year-old heritage 
of excellence that makes SCSU a top 
educator of teachers, administrators 
and counselors who will have a positive 
impact on the lives of thousands of 
children in hundreds of communities. 

The evidence is overwhelming that 
the college already is a leader in the 
preparation of excellent teachers. 
SCSU-educated teachers are 
consistently at the forefront of 
education issues because their own 
preparation was cutting edge. They are 
nominated more often than any others 
for Minnesota Teacher-of-the-Year 
awards. National education leaders 
have cited the college for its 
outstanding teacher education mentor 
project and for innovation in preparing 
teachers to lead multicultural 
classrooms. 

"Everybody is interested in 
education reform ," said Bruce

Department in the College of 
Education . "At St. Cloud State we're 
committed to educational revitalization. 
We're not just moving the furniture 
around , we're making meaningful 
change happen. And that means 
feeding the spirit of education -
looking beyond surface change and 
looking at more than outcomes." 

Focus on innovation, 
preparation 

It also means daring to be 
innovative, a quality that always has 
characterized SCSU's Col lege of 
Education , now the 10th largest 
producer of teachers in the nation. As 
Dean Joane W McKay is fond of saying, 
she and her facu lty are "standing on the 
shoulders of giants" in their endeavors 
to create the best methods of making 
an impact on children and learning. 
Giants like Ira Moore, the first principal 
of the Third State Normal School at 
St. Cloud ; Isabel Lawrence, the first 
woman president who in the late 1800s 
introduced practi ce teaching as a new 
concept in educating teachers; and 
lrvamae Applegate, the first U.S. 
woman dean of education and 1966 
president of the one million-strong 
National Education Association . 

These and hundreds of other 
administrators and faculty members 
who have driven SCSU's education 
program were giants because they had 
the foresight and the fortitude to 
implement ideas that would have 
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signifi cant impact not only on the 
individual teachers they prepared , but 
on the fi eld of education in general. 
They looked beyond the traditional and 
sorted through the trends to focus on 
the sensib le ideas. 

"The real strides in education are 
made through the stuff that doesn't 
make headlines," Romanish said. "We're 
preparing teachers wi th a focus on 
quali ty, and that means a focus on 
preparation. " 

The experiences that turn students 
into graduates who are turned on and 
tuned in to their fi elds are at the core of 
SCSU's five colleges and all of their 125 
major and minor programs of study. In 
the Co llege of Education, there has 
been an increasing emphasis over the

years on field experience for future 
teachers. 

Year-long fi eld experience centers 
now offer the most well-rounded 
education for teachers. Led by school 
district coordinators and SCSU liaisons, 
the centers are unique partnerships that 
are accomplishing what other colleges 
only talk about. They will continue to 
build on the excellence that has 
traditionally set SCSU apart from other 
teacher preparation colleges. 

Roots in education 
Minnesota had been a state for just 

a matter of days in 1858 when the new 
legislature established three state normal 
schools to prepare teachers who would 
educate the new state's children. Eleven 
years later the Third State Normal 
School opened on the banks of the 
Mississippi River in St. Cloud. Giving 
teachers "proper" preparation was a 
revolutionary idea, since the nation's first 
normal school had only opened 20 years 
earlier, and most of America's children 
were still being taught by people who 
were only required to prove they were 
fairly proficient in reading, writing and 
arithmetic. 

The little teachers' college on the 
Mississippi has grown into the state's 
second largest university, with nearly 
15,000 students from every state and 54 
countries getting an excellent education 
in a wide variety of career fields. But 
SCSU has remained true to its roots, 
preparing graduates who are ready to 
excel in the workplace. And nobody 
does it better than SCSU's College of 
Education. 

In an American Council on 
Education report issued last October, 
recommendations for improving 
America's classrooms focused on training 
teachers to be effective, particularly in 
math and science. According to the 
report, recent research shows that the 
ability of a teacher has a strong inCTuence 
on student achievement. That's a given 
among those who prepare SCSU College 
of Education graduates. 

"Our faculty are committed to the 
business of teacher education," 
Romanish said. "All our courses are 
taught by real-li ve professors. " 

Professors like Mary Beth Noll, who 
provides state-of-the-art in-service 
training to special education teachers in 



the field , or Frank Kazemek, an expert 
on literacy, who is the College's first 
Fulbright Scholar. 

Patricia Simpson is another good 
example of the many instructors who 
are educating teachers who wi ll have a 
positive impact on their students, and 
in turn a significant impact on 
America's classrooms. An associate 
professor of biological sciences who 
teaches SCSU teachers how to teach 
science, Simpson has made a career of 
improving the effectiveness of future 
elementary and high school science 
teachers. For her efforts, the Association 
for the Education of Teachers in 
Science, a national organization of 
co llege-level instructors who educate 
science teachers, honored her with their 
Outstanding Science Teacher Educator 
Award for 1999. 

Simpson has taken an active role in 
a gender equity mentor program at 
SCSU, one of only eight U.S. 
universities to be chosen as a site for 
the national project, which focuses on 
gender education in math, science and 
technology. She has been 

especially active in changing •· 
attitudes about gender. "It's 
always been OK in our society 
to say you're not good at math or 
science, especially for women ," she 
said. "That's a big barrier to overcome 
as a science or math teacher." 

Lali ta Subrahmanyan of the 
Teacher Development faculty also 
works to change stereotypes about girls 
and students of color and their 
attitudes about math and science. She

teaches the multicultural and gender 
components of methods classes and 
works with children , school teachers 
and others to help change the narrow 
images they have of scientists and other 
professionals. 

Getting past that barrier means 
making these subjects interesting to 
individual students and relating to 
everyday activities, Subrahmanyan and 
Simpson agree. 

Simpson doesn't believe her 
students leave the university as experts, 
but with experience to complement 
what they learned at SCSU, they can 
grow into teachers who help students 
better understand science in the world . 

Another SCSU instructor who has 
changed future teachers' views of the 
world is Robin Hasslen of Child and 
Family Studies, who gives early 
childhood educators first-hand 
knowledge of cross-cultural experiences 
through a course she developed, 
"Children in a Changing World ." 

"St. Cloud State has a national 
presence in working on issues of 
inclusion because instructors like 
Simpson, Subrahmanyan and Hasslen 
are helping future teachers bridge 
learning gaps," said McKay. 

Education experts say another

Yell believes good teachers 
understand the importance of sound 
educational theory and research. "This 
isn't just 'ivory tower' stu ff," he said. "In 
order to develop an individual 
approach that works, a teacher should 
have a working knowledge of what else 
has been tried ." 

Yell gives part of the credit for 
find ing a successfu l teaching formula to 
his St. Cloud State education and the 
example that was set by many of his 
instructors. "I had many incredible 
professors in both my undergrad and 
grad years at SCSU." 

It's no coincidence that excellent 
professors, excellent students and 
excellent classroom teachers have a 
common philosophy: Focus on 
reaching and in0uencing individual 
students and effective education will 
follow. This has been the norm in 
SCSU classrooms since 1869. Experts 
agree: Well prepared, effecti ve teachers 
like those educated at SCSU are more 
important than anything else in 
improving education in America's 
schools.

Diving phenom puts SCSU in national spotlight

Diving is a sport that comes into the public 

spotlight every lour years when the Olympics 

come around. But at St. Cloud State, diving-and 

team member Mary Ahlin in particular-have 

earned the Huskies national attention. 

Ahlin is a junior member of the SCSU diving 

team in 1999-2000. In her first two seasons with 

the Huskies, she won an unprecedented lour 

NCAA Division II National Championships on 

the one- and three-meter diving boards. 

In March of 1998, Ahlin competed 

as a freshman in her first national 

championship at Canton, Ohio. She 

won the three-meter championship 

with a score ol 512.85, just missing 

the national record by less than 

lour points. A few days later, she 
won the one-meter title with a 

score of 425. l 0. 

Her accomplishments earned 

her an appearance in the April 6, 
1998, Sports /1/ustrated's Faces in the 

Crowd. 

In March 1999, Ahlin returned to 

the Division 11 championships. A 

different city but the results were the 

same. She won the three-meter title 

with a score of 470.80 

and defended her 

one-meter title, 

winning with a 

score ol 406.00. 
"The first year 

that I won, it didn't hit 

me until I got home 

and then it was 'wow, 

what an accomplishment,"' 

Ahlin said. The second time 
around was much more 

emotional for Ahlin. "There was 

more pressure, but it was more fun 

because the competition was better. We 

didn't know until the very last dive who the 

winner was. I had the best feeling ever when I 

won. 

"Mary is one of the fiercest competitors I 
have ever had in this program," said head coach 

Diane Heydt. Heydt has coached numerous All­
Americans in her ten seasons with the women's 
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team and six years 
with the men's 

squad. But Ahlin is 
the first repeat 

national champion 

to come out of the 

Husky program. 

Ahlin, a 

graduate of Roseville 

High School, placed 

11 th at the state 

diving meet her 
junior year and sixth Mary Ahlin, SCSU champion diver 
in her senior season. 

Ahlin was recruited to SCSU by Heydt and 
former diving coach Kevin Lawrence. "Kevin 

wouldn't leave me alone," Ahlin said. "He really 

stuck with me. I had other coaches call, but he 

really put out the effort." 

Ahlin visited the SCSU campus, met future 

teammates and liked the atmosphere. " I wanted 
to be here," she said. 

Ahlin landed on the campus in the fall of 

1996 and redshirted her first year. During that 
season, she was able to train with SCSU's first 

ever NCAA Diving Champion, Sarah Loquai, 

who won the one-meter title in the spring of 1997 

The fact that there was such good 

competition among the team members helped 

Ahlin excel in her first two seasons in the program. 

This year, Ahlin 's expectations are the same 

as last year. " I have the same goal as last year 

and that is ta do my best. I want to go in with a 

good head. But, of course, I would like to win. " 

In addition to winning lour national titles, 

Ahlin has twice been named the NCAA Division 

II Female Diver of the Year and the North Central 

Conference Female Diver of the Year, and holds 

nearly every Husky and NCC diving record. Last 
year, she won conference titles on the one- and 

three-meter boards. 

This season, Ahlin is steadily returning to her 
form of a year ago. She has had to contend with 

knee, shoulder and neck injuries but is capable of 

returning to the National Championships and 

defending her titles once again. 
"She hates to lose and I love that about her," 

said Heydt. 





When many of us look at the sky, 

we see clouds, stars, the sun and maybe 

even a UFO. But when Arnold Lesikar, 

SCSU physics and astronomy professor, 

looks to the sky, he sees the possible 

answers lo some of life's most challeng­

ing questions. 
A physicist by education, an 

astronomer by trade and a webmaster 

by passion, Lesikar has spent a lifetime 

looking at the sky and life from a scien­

tific perspective. 
"You can't learn about the universe 

without looking al it," Lesikar said. "You 

need to observe closely what is going 

on in order to put the pieces of the puz­

zle together." 

Lesikar believes that careful obser­

vation of the universe and the scientific 

method are the key lo a clearer under­

standing of many of the very real prob­

lems our society faces every day. 

"Obviously, in astronomy, we have 

our set of biases and prejudices, but the 

scientific method provides a correction 

mechanism where you can kind of 

check what's going on against the uni­

verse itself," he said. " In the science 

world, we accept that absolute objectivi­

ty is impossible, but it provides an ideal, 

a direction we go in. Like the North 

Star, you can never reach it by walking 

north, but the star tells you which way to 

go nevertheless." 

Lesikar came to SCSU in 1966 

after receiving degrees from Rice 

University and Cal Tech and studying 

optics in Munich, Germany. While on 

sabbatical for two years at the Catholic 

University in Washington, D.C., during 

the late 1970s, Lesikar was exposed to 

what would become the microcomputer 

revolution. 

"We bought this little thing, the 

Commodore 64," he said. "It looked 

like a terminal, but it was a self.con­

tained computer." Lesikar, who had 

always had an interest in computer pro­

gramming, began developing software 
for his group at the Vitreous State 

Laboratory in Washington. After return­

ing lo SCSU, he discovered that SCSU 

had begun its own venture into the com­

puter age via Apple Computers. 

" I was fascinated by microcomput-

ers," Lesikar recalls. " I wrote programs 

in Basic, and then I got interested in 

what was inside the thing so I started 

poking around in the ROMS and learn­

ing machine code. In the 1980s, I sat in 

on some local computer classes about 

UNISYS assembly and actually taught a 

microcomputer course on the Apple. 

That's when I got more interested in 

computers than in research. " 

Little did Lesikar know that this was 

just the beginning of his life with the 

computer. 

In the early 1990s, Lesikar had 

heard of the ARPANet, the U.S. 

Department of Defense's attempt to 

develop a national network of defense­

related computers, but it wasn't until he 

saw someone downloading a file from 

the University of Chicago in 1992 that 

his eyes and mind were opened to the 

possibilities of the then infantile Internet. 

"The first time I was on the net, 

there were only about five websites." 

Fast forward seven years, and 

Lesikar has turned his initial net curiosity 

and his love of the universe into the 

" Dome of the Sky," an on-line planetari­

um available free to the public via the 

Internet. The site, which Lesikar main­

tains himself, contains astronomy news, 

like the Mars polar lander, shuttle mis­

sions and extra solar planets. 

At last count, there were 2 8 planets 

known outside of the solar system, many 

of which can only be detected spectro­

scopically. "The idea is that a large 

planet orbiting a star pulls first from one 

side or another," Lesikar explains. " It 

moves that star a little bit and that 

motion affects the spectrum. We can't 

see those planets yet, but we are able 

to figure out the plane of its orbit and its 

moss. 

But possibly the most exciting 

aspect of the "Dome" is the opportunity 

lo view the sky and its constellations 

from anywhere in the world, right from 

your computer and lo learn the histori­

cal and cultural impact astronomy and 

astrology have on our daily lives. 

"People see the Orion logo when 

they go to the movies, and millions read 

their horoscopes daily," he said. "These 

people can go to my site and find out 
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all about where the signs come from 

and what the original stories were." 

In addition, there is information on 

the seasons and astronomical calcula­

tions, including a perpetual calendar. 

The site also includes general sci­

ence news that Lesikar finds interesting, 

such as the Kansas School Board's deci­

sion to downplay evolution in its science 

curriculum, along with his occasional 

commentary. His interests include the 

search for life in the universe, such as 

the mars program and the studies of 

Europa, one of Jupiter's moons. 

But it is his respect for the universe 

and the scientific method that most 

strongly characterize everything Arnold 

Lesikar does, from optical research to 

cultural astronomy to computer pro­

gramming. 

" I've always been more interested 

in results than in methods," he said. " I 

suppose you might even call it reli-

gious ... our place in the scheme of 

things has always been a significant ele­

ment for me. In the last 20 years our 

understanding of the size of the universe 

has become much deeper, and the uni­

verse is much larger than we ever 

thought before. It literally staggers the 

imagination."

greeted by an impressive en tryway plaza and distinctive 
signage , thanks to the generosity of a St. Cloud 
community bank and its CEO. 

Construction on the Norman C. Skalicky Plaza will 
begin this summer at the intersection of Fifth Avenue 
South and Tenth Street South . The project will be named 
in recognition of a $300 ,000 gift from Skalicky and 
Stea rns Bank NA, St. Cloud. The plaza will provide a front 
door to the campus and clearly identify the university to 
p rospective students and other visitors. 

The entry plaza's pillars and walkways also will be the 
p rototype for smaller plazas to be built on other major 
entry points to the campus.

l'II be honest. 
Before l started wo rking 
for St. Cloud State in 
1996, I hadn't give n 
much financial support 
back to the University. 
Oh, sure. I served a 
term on the alumni 
board , a group 
important to 

establish ing the direction of our Alumni Association. But I 
hadn 't put my money where my mouth was. 

lt wasn't until 1 had a clear understanding of the im pact 
of my gift , and the knowledge that my gift does make a 
d ifference, that I made a financial commitment lo SCSU So 
here 1 am, in charge of the Annual Fund and acutely 
famili ar with the challenge of getting people li ke me to 
commit to the Annual Fund. I'm also an optimist with the 
belief that we can and will meet this challenge. 

Beginn ing th is spring, the Alumni Associati on will take 
a bold step to partner with the SCSU Foundation in an 
effort to increase alumni participation in the Annual Fund. 
The effort is called One in Four by 2004. 

The concept is simple. The members of the alumni 
board want to increase alumni participation in the Annual 
Fund to one out of every four alumni by spring of 2004. 

The good news is that last year we had a 55 percent 
increase in alumni donors, which brought us to an 11 % 
alumni participation rate. Unfortunately this is still far 
below our 25 percent goal. Don't get me wrong, we're 

thankful for the support we've received . But lets put this 
participation rate in perspective.

Miller, fo under of Mi ll er Companies in St. Cloud , and 
his fami ly have endowed the St. Cloud State University 
Foundation with a gift of $3 million to be used for student 
scholarshi ps and faculty development.

A business built on family 
A self-made businessman , Miller is well-known 

throughout Central Minnesota for his construction and 
property development businesses, which have fl ourished 
thanks to the dedication of his family and employees. 

The Miller family story begins with Jim's great­
grandfather, a German immigrant who settled in Nebraska 
and learned the carpent ry trade.
