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SCSU addressing dearth of leaders in 
Minnesota schools with new master's programs 
► A progrom aimed at developing leaders for the state's 

colleges and universities, which is being piloted spring 
semester, is the second new master's launched by SCSU in 

the last year to address a shortage of educational leaders. 

The program is designed to develop the skills needed for 

leadership success in four-year, community, and technical 

colleges and universities . Students are trained in 

leadership, the law, research design and execution, 
community relations , finance, and personnel and 

supervision. The program is attracting students interested in 

careers as program directors, chairs, deans, vice-presidents 

and presidents. 

► A year 2000 survey indicated that 85 percent of the state's 

principals and superintendents planned to retire between 

2000 and 2005 , driving demand for programs that allow 

educators to go back to school to earn 

principal or superintendent 

licensure. 

SCSU now has a master's 

program that meets the 

requirements for licensure for 

K-12 school principals , special 
education directors, school district 

superintendents, and community 

education directors . The SCSU 

courses are offered in Bemidji , 

Pipestone and Montevideo for the 

convenience of participants who 

have fulltime jobs . 

SCSU weather forecasting game opened to all 
Think you can forecast better than the weatherman? 

Here 's your chance: a weather forecasting exercise that 

gives meteorology students hands-on application of 

their class work is now open to everyone. 

The SCSU forecast game has been an integral part of 

student course work since 1988 . Students work with 

faculty to issue two-day forecosts for St. Cloud high and 
low temperatures, the probability (in tenths of a percent) 

of measurable rainfall , the probability of at least one­

quarter inch of rain , and the amount of snowfall in the next 

four 12-hour periods. 

The activity helps students and their professors assess how much 

meteorology theory they have learned and can apply to real 

weather situations. The forecasting game has also been used by 

the Department of Earth and Atmospheric Sciences to identify 

advanced students for special projects. As an example, high 

game scores helped two SCSU students become forecasters for 
Minnesota Golf Association events last summer.

Research paper on long-term 
care gives student byline 
in international journal 
Twenty-thousand financial service 

professionals from around the world 

came across the byline of an SCSU 

student when they read the March edition 

of a key journal in thei r discipline. 

Keith Moeller is the lead author of an article, "Ethical Long-Term 

Care Planning: Applying the Society's Code," that appeared in 
the Journal of Financial Planning Service Professiona ls. The paper 

was a result of research Moeller did on his way to a master's 

degree, which he earned from the SCSU Herberger College of 

Business fall semester. 

Moeller's interest in long-term care planning grew during his 

internship with the Northwestern Mutual Financial Network in 

Minneapolis, where he is a certified financial planner. He said his 

research showed that demographics and the funding of long-term 

care "are on a collision course, " and discussed the evidence and 

possible solutions in his professional paper. Moeller worked in 

collaboration with Dr. David Christopherson, who teaches in the 

SCSU Department of Finance, Insurance and Real Estate.
