A CADEMIC DRESS.‘

cademic dress worn today originated in universities of the Middle

Ages, when unheated buildings warranted a warm hood and gown. While
in residence, students at most American universities wore caps and gowns daily
until after the Civil War. This apparel was representative of academic rank.
Academic dress varied in design until 1894, when the American Intercollegiate
Commission standardized it.

THE GowN: The gown has become a symbol of the democracy of scholarship
because it covers any indicators of social rank or standing.
Gowns for all degrees are black. Bachelors degree gowns have
pointed sleeves, Masters degree gowns have long, closed sleeves
with a slit at the arm or wrist; and Doctorate degree gowns have
full bell double sleeves, with three velvet stripes across them in
the color representative of the faculty or discipline to which the
degree pertains.

THe Cap:  Roman law gave the privilege of wearing a cap to a slave when
set free. The academic cap represents freedom of scholarship,
and the dignity and responsibility that goes along with that
scholarship. According to ancient poetry records, the academic
cap is square to symbolize the book. The academic discipline is
represented by the color of the tassel.

THeE Hoop: The color of the hood signifies the discipline represented by the
degree. The colors for degrees at St. Cloud State are as follows:
Blue represents the Specialist degree, gold represents the Master
of Music and Master of Science degree, white represents the
Master of Arts degree, and brown represents the Master of
Business Administration degree. The color of the lining of the
hood indicates the college or university from which the degree
was granted. Red and black are St. Cloud State University's
colors.
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
