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Casper feels that. in its own small
way. Project SHARE is helping to
bridge the gap between the adult
community of St. Cloud and the col-
lege community.

According to Casper, “Last year
when the rumor got around that Pro-
ject SHARE was going 1o be “spun of,’
many parents and interested citizens
wrote letters and phoned to voice their
concern. We were really overcome by
the;public concern in Project SHARE.

“*Parents talk about it and tell their
neighbors,” he continued. “They see
that all college kids aren't hippie-ra-
dicals.

“They also see that, although some
of the guys in Project SHARE have
long hair and dress weird according to

.o their standards, they still give their
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time to a kid who doesn’t have it so
well,” Casper said.

Bev Piepkorn, a music major in her
sophomore year, stated that she has
received many benefits from her in-
volvement in Project SHARE. “I've
always wanted to ‘go into Vista,” she
said. ““I've always wanted to do some-
thing to help the condition of society.”

In a small way, she added, Project
SHARE has helped to fulfill this
need.

Bev continued to say that *‘Project
SHARE gives me a good feeling—a
feeling of love and compassion for
the people around me.”

She also said that because she had
always wanted a little brother or a lit-
tle sister, her involvement in the Pro-
ject has given her a little sister.

“Project SHARE made me realize
the wants and needs of a Jr. High
student that is without one parent,”
she continued. “It’s helped me -in
learning responsibility because-I_have
had to take on the responsibility ot
an older sister and now .l understand
what these responsibilities are like.”

Schoolof Industry labs
open on supervised basis

An interim, short range plan for
supervised open laboratories in the
School of Industry is presently being
used on a trial basis.

The plan was devised during fall
quarter by the open lab committee.
This committee consists of four in-
structors and four students, all ap-
pointed by Alfred Lease, dean of the
school of industry.

It was the responsibility of this
committee to devise **a way of having
student access to the laboratories
while not jeopardizing the physical
facilities,” said William Lacroix, a
member of the committee.

“We developed a system that we
think will work in allowing students
access to the various labs,” Lacroix
said, “‘but still provide for good main-
tenance..”

The new plan involves the instruc-
tor, the students and a student super-
visor. The supervisor is selected by the
instructor and must be familiar with
all the equipment in the laboratory.

A minimum of two students can
arrange to have a lab opened between
8 a.m. to 5 p.m., if the lab is not in
use,.by contacting the instructor and
an approved supervisor. The students
are allowed to work on class assign-
ments and instructor approved pro-
jects only.

“The labs were initially closed be-
cause there were certain problems that
came about as a result of having a
free workshop prior to last summer,™
said Lacroix. “*As a result labs were in
various degrees of disarray. Tools

were often umes not returned to their
proper places and some tools were
lost.

“If there isn’t some way of moni-
tering a clean-up procedure, making
someone directly responsible for it. it
tends to be shuffled off to someone
else,” Lacroix said.

During fall quarter all of the labs
were essentially closed. “The reason
for doing that was primarily so the
staff members responsible for the var-
ious labs would have an opportunity
to put these labs back into a condition
that would be more conducive to
work," Lacroix pointed out.

Considerable work was done in
every lab. They were reorganized to
the point where they could be used
more effectively by the students.
