Carlson expla ined that <i f 
he were elected to a federa l 
office maybe he could do 
someth ing constructive in 
that area, and that person­
ally he feels "people should 
not be punished because they 
do not wan t to ki ll some­
body."

Carlson said that changes 
in the sta te legis lature are 
going to have to be made. 
Some o f his proposed 
changes include: culling the 
size o r the legisla ture; more 
flexible sessio ns; abo lishing 
the conimittec or the whole;

or rules concerning money in 

_ po litics; a~d regulat ing lo b­
byiSts who control the ac­
tivities on the floor or the 
House.
