Andrew Knudson was botn in Flas, Ha1ingdehl, Norway on April 

28, 1858. His parents brought him to the United Stat es in 1860 and 

located at Spring Grove, Houston County, Minnesota. 

In the spring of 1866 the family set out in a prairie schooner 

for Northfork settlement, Stearns County, finally arriving at the ~ome 

of Ellen Ba,a,1 son. They remained there, · the prairie schooner serving as 

temporary shelter. In the fall of 1866 they moved into a more substantial 

home which had been under preparation during the summer. It was here that 

Andrew Knutson grew to manhood, eventually acquiring land adjoining that 

of his father's. He built a bome on this land and continued to live there 

the remainder of his life. 

On October 2, 1993 Andrew Knutson was united in marriage to 

Karie Halgrimson Plasen. The ceremony was performed in the Big Grove 

Lutheran church. 

Seven children were born to thid union: They are as follows: 

Arthur, Helmer, Albert, Oscar, Lena, who married Sam Olson; and Emil. 

Emil and Helmer died at an early age • 

. Andrew Knutson died November 22, 1921 and is buried in Big Grove 

Lutheran Cemetery.
