Examination, consisting of a
written test and rating of expe-
rience and training, for engineer-
ing aides will be given all over the
state on Saturday, December 2
and’ December 16, at various exa-
mination centers. The beginning
salary is $179 a month.

The majority of these positions
is in the highway department,
with occasional openings in the
Department of Conservation. Aides
perform routine technical tacks in
the office or Jaborartories or in the
field as roadman or relief nstru-
mentman on surveys.
