Her fir s t teacher 

wa s Ella Cl ark and her l ast was Judge Alden. After gr aduation she 

he,lped her mother with the housework. 

Mr s . Mary (Dunc an) Pat t ison was one of the f irst white women to 

settle west of the Sauk River in this county and every Sunday she had 

a houseful of bachelars who were anxious to taste a white woman's cook­

ing again. 

Estelle had three brothers and one sister t hey are: Edith,S. born 

in 1861 on December 17, she lives in Saint Cloud; William T., born 

in 1869 on April 11, he lives in Kansas City; Thomas A., bo rn i n 1875 

on June 25, he was a dentist, h e died in 1902; John B., was born in 

1876 on December 25, he is an attorney in Saint Cl oud; and Estell wa s 

born in 1860, she lives in Saint Cloud. 

Miss Estelle Pat t ison is a member of the Board of Charities of 

Saint Cloud. She worked for the cit y f or about t wenty yea rs as investi­

gator of relief cases. She was appointed b r Mayor, Daniel H. Freeman.
