One of the simplest
photographic  techniques is
used 10 create a unique interior
design currently on display in

In her Bachelor of Fine Arts
show, Barbara Melby, 24, uses
photograms, pictures- created
by exposing photographic
paper covered with any
number of objects to ngnt.
