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Atwood remodeling creates misconception

The funds being used to
remodel the Atwood basement
rooms have no relation to the
funds- generated from the
dollar per credit surcharge
initiated last month.

““This is a common
misconception around campus
lately and we’ve got to clear it
up,’”’ Gary Bartlett, Atwood
Center director, said.

““There are two separate
funding packages we're
talking about here,’’ he said.
*“The dollar surcharge resulted
from the state’s lower tax
revenues and went to fund the
tax-supported areas on
campus,’’ he said. Atwood is a
revenue area and is not
supported by taxes, so did not
receive any of the additional
money, he said.

The stateuniversity system
has a fund that each university
contributes to, which serves to
reduce bond indebtedness of"
university buildings. After
those monies are allocated, the

money left over is used for
remodeling purposes, ac-
cording to Bartlett.

““Ten dollars per quarter per
student is taken from the
student union fee and put into
this pot,”” he said. “‘And it is
through this fund that we got
the money to redo the
basement.”’

Each umversny is alloted a
certain amount of money each
year, depending on its student

population %nd and total
square feet of building space
on campus. Since student

enrollment is up- this year,
funds are up also, Bartlett
said.

“If the funds we received
are not spent by the end of the
year, we lose it and it goes
back into the pot,”” he said.

It is required that the money
be used toward a capital in-
vestment, Bartlett said.
Furniture, drapes, carpeting
and remodeling all come under
this heading. ‘‘That is why we
decided to fix up the basement
now,” Bartlett said. ‘It will
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probably take two years to
complete it though, because
we need more funding.””

The only way Atwood
would be affected by funding
would be if enrollment would
drop. Atwood continually
generates revenue through its
services like. the Deli, Short
Stop and bowling alley.
